2012 is the 150th Anniversary of Austin!!! We need to start planning for this event. Everyone needs to work on ideas and bring them to the January meeting. We will promote this throughout the year at all the events held, and get some banners to be put up for the whole year. 

Nativity: December 13, 2011 and it will start at 6PM again this year. The Historical Society is doing their wood raffle again this year also.  
RV Ordinance: Dee scheduled a meeting on November 10, 2011 with the New DA, and Philip Williams, and Commissioner Ray Williams also attended.  They discussed the history of the RV Ordinance.  Dee gave her copies of all the emails and changes to the ordinance while they were working with Bill Schaffer on it previously, also included in that were copies from the Planning Commission meeting minutes regarding this issue. After a lot of discussion the DA decided that it should be handled on an individual case scenario and each property owner should file for a variance and present it to the Planning Commission, and the Building Dept. would come and inspect each property to make sure they were following the rules. There was no decision on what the fees would be and no follow up from the DA’s office when an email was sent asking her to clarify the amount of fees and to please put the decision in writing, so we had something to base the variance request on. 
RAC Funding. : We received the letter notifying us that we had received the funding and we can start next spring. 

Rural Nevada Housing: No sign of the plans, Debbie Bispo is still working with Battle Mountain looking for the plans. 

Scenic Byways: We also need letters from the large land owners on SR 722, Dee is contacting them and asking them to write one, or she can send them a sample draft and they can use it. 

For the Good of the Community:  No decision has been made yet on the MOU for the ambulance service for Lander County, so we are still without any organized service at this time. .
